(1854-1900)

was born in Dublin, Ireland. He was a
playwright, essay and short story wriler. poet
and novelist, known for his clever wit and
charming personality. His popular works
include the plays The Importance of Being
Earnest (1893) and Awn Ideal Hushand (1595)
and his only novel, The Picture of Dorian
Gray (1891 ),

Even if you're looking carefully, you might miss it; it's only a
stray strand of hair, after all. But to me, as a forensic scientist, this is
what | live for; this is the pot of gold at the end of the rainbow. This
microscopic human trace might be the one vital piece of evidence
that leads to the arrest and imprisonment of the criminal, the one
wha, without realising it, left his calling card behind at the scene of
the crime, One single strand of hair containg all the criminal’s DNA
and, onee matched, can lead all the way back to his door.

And that is my job. 'm a forensic scientist - ‘forensic’ just means
relating to the legal system - and | collect and analyse svidence that
is then used to catch a whole range of criminals committing any
number of illegal acts. A member of the public might jump to the
conclusion that all 1 work on are murders, but my field of
investigation includes burglaries, arson, simple cases of forgary or
more advanced Intemet offences. Since time began, criminals have
always found new ways of breaking the law, but | have complete
faith in my subject. it doesn't matter what the crime is, science will
get to the Bottom of it and as technology continues to improve, the
chances of getting away with it become slimmer and slimmer,

Perhaps the most famous forensic scientist of all was Sherlock
Holmas, His methods of investigation, populansed in numerous
books, fims and television series, included close cbservation,
rigorous examination of evidence and logical deduction. This is
where | got my insgiration from. Reading the stores and watching
the films fascinated me when | was younger and they still do today. |
took afl available science courses at school and then moved on to
criminology at university. After graduating at the top of my class, it
was then a small step to the police and I'm now head of the forensic
imvestigation department,

In many ways the job hasn't changed all that much fram the fog-
filled strests of Holmes' London. The most useful tool for any
scientist is still a keen mind, a good eye that connects the apparently
unconnectad and a skilful reading of the evidence. A crime scene is
not that different to a stary. Itis a narrative with a beginning, in which
the criminal enters the houss, a middle, when the crime is

Caught in the Act

committed; and a climax, as the criminal leaves the crime scena. My
job is to make sure that the ulimate end is the capture of the villain.

Of course, there is a new shie of fictionalised forensics on
television nowadays that uses the most cutting-edge technology
available and suddenly the job is the focus of a hugse amount of
attention with relevant university courses filing up faster than ever
befare, But don’t be fooled by what you see on television. The job is
vastly different from the one seemingly done by the heroes of a
weskly TV show. First of all, the forensic scientist isn't the first one at
the scene of the erime; we're usually thers much later. Also,
farensics can be a time-consuming and lengthy procedure, TV takes
one hour to solve the crime; we can take weeks, months, even
years. DWNA analysis takes a long fime, no matter how
technologically advanced we are. But having said all that, the basic
methods we use are the same as our TV counterparts,

Take fingerprinting, for example. A person's fingerprint is
unigue; the lines and shapes that pattem the fingertips are individual
and belong o no one else. The grease that comes off our skin at al
times of the day leaves a patterned mark on evenghing we touch.
We can make a copy of that mark and, hopefully, match it to the
recorded fingerprints of known crimingls.

wenty minutes from downtown Moscow, you will find

the Tsaritsyno Estate. It is a huge palace and park
whose afficial name is the State Historical, Architectural,
Art and Landscape Museum Reserve Tsaritsyno. The park
covers an area of over 700 hectares and has beautiful
scenery, The waters of the Upper Tsaritsyno pond together
with the Shipilovsky and Borisovsky ponds form the largest
group of pends in Mascow.
The palace was built as a royal residence for Catherine the
Great by the famous Russian architect, Vasiliy Bazhenov in
& romantic gothic style. However after ten years of
canstruction, the tsarina was unhappy and tore many of
the buildings down when she saw them, in 1785. Another
architect, Matvey Kazakov, was ordered fo rebuild the
palace, but it was not completed before Catherine's death.
Uver the next bwo hundred years the palatial estate turned
into majestic ruins. Although it was abandoned, it became
a favourite place for Muscovites to spend time outdoors,
Finally, in 1984 a decision was reached to completely
restare Tsaritsyno'’s architecture and park, and make it the
home of the State Museum of Arts and Crafts of the
Pecples of the USSR The majority of the architectural
monuments have now been restored and the grounds
have been renovated:
Tocay visitors can see collections of modern arts and erafic
including porcelain, glass, ceramics, decorative textiles.
tapestries, leather, jewellery and more, Original creations
from leading artists of various generations, national
schools, and  artistic orientations are on  display
Excursions, educational programmes, concerts, festive
events as well as the beauty of the park and ponds afso
awan visitors.
The restoration of the Grand Palace was completed by the
end of 2007. Large-scale restoration and landscaping of
the park and the ponds were also carried out. Tsaritsyno,
Jjewel of Russian culture, has a grand future.
